Some in his small group had 
recently attended their churchôs Ash Wednesday worship service where they heard the invitation to     
experience ñA Holy Lent.ò The group discussed what Lent could mean to them this year, given their 
friendôs reality. They took seriously the challenge to do something to intentionally grow in their             
relationship with God. They decided that each person would find one other person - a neighbor - a friend 
- a stranger - and they would do everything in their power to be a blessing to that person. 
 
For 6 weeks the members of the small group sent notes of encouragement, spoke words of praise, spent 
time in prayer for the person they selected for their project. No one ever expected how their own lives 
would be changed. And through it all the man who hit rock bottom, well by the end of the experiment his 
relationship with his family returned to a place of peace and joy. He discovered a new sense of hope and 
strength as he searched for full time employment. And he realized just how great Godôs love for him     
really was. Who would have guessed that a 6 week commitment to ñdo all the good you canò could have 
impacted his life. But thatôs what Lent can do. Or should I say that is what God can do in the life of   

someone with an open heart? 

So, my brothers and sisters, I invite you to join me as we begin our Lenten Journey this year. We will 
gather for Ash Wednesday on February 13th at 7:00 pm. Together let us see what God will do - in our 
lives - in our church - in our community. Itôs an invitation to do something different for 6 weeks - 40 days 

that may just help us grow in embodying our churchôs mission to Grow in love for God and Neighbor.
